	Hi I’m Dave Chapman and I am the Airway Group Product Manager at Intersurgical

	I’d like to talk to you today about our i-view video laryngoscope.  
	

	3
	I-view is a one adult size single use laryngoscope with a Macintosh blade.
	

	4
	The advantage of having a single use device is of course from an infection control perspective.  
	

	5
	There are no reusable or reprocessable  parts on i-view, so as a result you use the device, turn it off and then it should be put into clinical waste for disposal.
	

	6
	The advantage of having a Macintosh blade, is that unlike devices which have a hyper angulated blade, with i-view you can use the device for both direct laryngoscopy as well as video laryngoscopy.
	

	7
	I am now going to show you how to use the device.
	

	8
	So you turn it on and to turn it on you simply depress the on off switch which is at the back of the device and after a couple of seconds you get the Intersurgical screen and then it will be operational.
	

	9
	So I am now going to show you how to insert the device itself.  
	

	10
	The distal tip of the blade of the device should be inserted into the patients mouth, under direct vision and the blade generally advanced down the tongue, until the epiglottis has been identified.
	

	11
	The tip of the blade should then be advanced into the vallecula.
	

	12
	With minimal force indirectly lift the epiglottis with the i-view, until the glottis comes into view.
	

	13
	This can be achieved using a direct or indirect view, if deemed necessary, by manual laryngoscopy and/or head elevation can be used to improve the view.  
	

	14
	Once the glottis has been identified an appropriately sized tracheal tube can be passed through the vocal cords to the required depth and the i-view gently removed.
	

	15
	Confirmation of correct placement of the tracheal tube should be assessed by the use of wave form capnography and other methods in accordance with applicable guide lines.
	

	16
	i-view should then be switched off by depressing the on/off button.  
	

	17
	As i-view is single use and fully disposable it provides the opportunity for video laryngoscopy where ever and when ever you intubate and is ideal for use when the availability of video laryngoscopes maybe more restricted or purchase of multiple devices prohibited such as in Pre-hospital, the Emergency department, Intensive care or Maternity.
	

	18

	Using the i-view
	

	
	Turn on the i-view by pressing the on/off button.
	

	
	Insert under direct vision, take care to avoid the teeth.
	

	
	Gently advance the blade down the tongue and identify the epiglottis.
	

	
	Move the tip of the blade into the vallecula.
	

	
	Using minimal force, indirectly lift the epiglottis to expose the glottis.
	

	
	This can be achieved under direct or indirect vision.
	

	
	Pass an appropriately sized tracheal tube through the vocal cords to the required depth.
	

	
	Gently withdraw the i-view from the patient’s mouth.


	

	
	Confirm correct placement of tracheal tube.
	

	
	Turn off the i-view by depressing the on/off button.
