Pre-use check

Check the smooth operation of the anti-asphyxiation valve 

	and place to one side.

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	You will need

2. Breathing system

3. Filter 

	4. PEEP valve
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	Connect PEEP valve and filter to the expiratory side of the hood.
	


When treating infected patients, it is recommended to use a viral/bacterial 

	filter in this position to prevent environmental cross contamination.
	
	


	Set the PEEP valve to the desired pressure.
	
	


Attach a 22mm breathing system inspiratory limb using a 

	push and twist action.
	
	


Optional: A breathing filter can be fitted between the hood and inspiratory limb to reduce noise for the patient.


Use breathing filters according to hospital infection control protocols

	
	
	


	Start the flow driver.
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	Fitting the hood
	


Two people firmly open the collar using their fingertips, and thumbs along 

	the rigid ring so that the patient's head can pass through.
	
	


Raise the patients arms to ensure that the straps are tucked well under for 

	strap sizing and attach the front straps.
	
	


Fit the access port cap then pull the anti-asphyxiation button 

	until the hood inflates.
	
	


If needed adjust the straps so that the rigid ring rests about 1cm

	 away from the shoulders.
	
	


	When positioned correctly, you may fold and pin the front strap ends to enhance patient visibility.
	
	


	The hood is now set up correctly.
	
	


	You can use the access port for temporary patient access if needed.
