Set up
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	Connect one end of the gas tubing to a 0-15 LPM flow meter with a push and twist. Oxygen or Air can be used, whichever is clinically appropriate for the patient.

	Connect the other end of the tubing to the AccuPAP™ supply gas inlet connection.

	If pressure monitoring is not required, seal the port with the attached port cap. Then attach the mouthpiece with a push and twist.
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	Set initial flow rate to 8 LPM on the air or oxygen supply source flow meter. Adjust flow meter to desired level as needed.
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	 Adjust the PEEP selector to the appropriate setting. The PEEP can be set at 5, 10,15,20cmH20 whichever is clinically appropriate
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	Instruct the patient to place the mouthpiece in their mouth making a seal.
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	The patient should inhale and exhale through the device.
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	Maintain breathing through the AccuPAP to accomplish clinical goals.
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	Several repetitions may be needed to ensure that individual patient needs are being met.
